Your book talk must be approximately five minutes long. Use the
typed book review to guide your book talk. You will be required to
turn in the typed review at the completion of your book falk.

v Introduction: hold up your book and tell the class the title, author and
number of pages. Include genre and author information, if you know it.

v What is the setting (time and place)?

v Who are the main characters? What kind of people are they?

v Briefly retell the basic story line, or plot. Include the conflict, but not
the resolution— don't give the story away! What was the climax of the
story?

v What, in your view, is the primary theme of the novel?

v Recommendation: Tell whether you liked the book and if you would
recommend it to others and why. Who would enjoy this type of book?

v Last, you need to create a typed "mini" review containing the above
information for Ms. Al
